Vostok Station WAP RUS-13
(Info provided by Oleg UA6GG-DX Trophy) The first hike, which set off a week ago from the coast of Antarctica to the center of the icy 
continent, reached the Vostok station. 
At the same time, two new sledge-tracked hikes were launched along the Progress - Vostok - Progress route. 
The task of the first one is to deliver 85 tons of fuel to the 1100 km subbase located along the route of the transport. The second one 
will transport 175 tons of cargo to the East, including fuel, equipment for equipping a new wintering complex and a replacement team of 
polar explorers. 
Seasonal work in Antarctica lasts only a few months a year. At Vostok station, this period is even shorter. 
You can get to the only inland Russian station starting from the end of November. In the first days of February, the temperature in this 
area begins to drop below -50 ° C, and the equipment can hardly work. Therefore, all those who do not stay for the winter must leave 
the station. No HF activity is planned from the Convoy during traverse.

Little Dome C-Epica Camp WAP MNB-15
After a short stay at MZS (WAP ITA-Ø1) Lt. Danilo Collino IAØ/IZ1KHY has mover to Concordia Station WAP MNB-Ø3. From there he 
did try to come on air but he only was able to make 1 single QSO with Japan.
Now he will move to Little Dome C-Epica Camp WAP MNB-15 where is is going to stay for 2 months.
